2006 BOMA/Chicago TOBY Award Winners
In the Renovated Building Category, the Office Building of the Year Award winner is The Chicago Board of Trade Building, 141 West Jackson Boulevard, managed by C-B-T Corporation and owned by Chicago Board of Trade. The $20 million dollar renovation in the incredible building that anchors Chicago’s financial district has been highly publicized. Managing the Board of Trade is unique. Many of its members are tenants, so several thousand owners are in the building daily. It’s a national landmark and tourist attraction visited by over 150,000 scheduled visitors including many world leaders plus 15,000 commuters and tenants daily. The electrical and mechanical management of the infrastructure of the world’s largest contiguous trading floors cannot afford even a momentary glitch in service. This complex renovation included total upgrading of machinery and cabs for 23 elevators, total cleaning and repair of exterior masonry, a meticulous restoration of the historic three-story lobby and complete facade cleaning. The lobby restoration includes restored lighting. Original ornate metal light fixtures were recreated to match the few that still existed. The large luminous ceiling was refurbished and atrium sconces were redesigned. The “inside” story of this five-year project is a tribute to diverse skill and commitment of this management team. “There’s no such thing as too much communication,” they told the judges. They used written notices, newsletters, personal meetings, and direction signage during each phase, and every team member took responsibility for assisting tenants and visitors.
